On behalf of the Board, I extend our 

sincerest thanks and appreciation to 

everyone who is helping the Center 

purchase, remodel, and raise funds for 

our building.  We cannot realize this 

dream without the dedicated support 

and commitment of Center staff, Board 

members, and volunteers, as well as 

community businesses, involved citi-

zens, and generous contributors. 
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As we look ahead to this coming year, a key 

area of the Centerôs focus will be on fund-

raising, not only to continue our vital mission 

of serving  the community through education 

and intervention, but to also fund the pur-

chase of our building.  To this end we will be 

exploring new grant sources, sponsoring sev-

eral new fundraising events, tapping into the 

generosity of north Santa Barbara commu-

nity members, and supporting the efforts of 

the Imagine Committee as they raise capital 

for the purchase of our building.  We applaud 

the efforts of everyone involved in these ef-

forts and heartily embrace the vision of a 

world where all children are loved and cared 

for and all people are safe.
